Venturing, BSA

When | was asked to write an article on the BSA
Venturing program | was very happy to share my
experiences in this program. The Venturing program
was started in 1997 as a wilderness alternative to the
Explorer career progm and to encourage scouts to stay
involved in scouting through the teens and young adult years. The
Venturing program provides youth ages2tthe opportunity to learr
more advanced outdoor skills. It is aemb program and is open to Ac
scouts interestd in adventure.

While it is a program designed to teach outdoor skills, each crew f
to develop its own focus such as camping, backpacking, climbing,
scuba, etc. A typical Venture crew is 15 or less youth with two or 1
adult Crew Advisers to helhem to stay on task and plan activities
are within the guide to safe scouting. Unlike school, the Venturing
program encourages youth to set their own goals and create their
environment, allowing it to be as difficult or as easy as is needed.
While Venturing isn't a new concept, it has provided many youth \
new opportunities that they would not have otherwise had.
